Four Steps to a Successful
Diaper Drive

1.Decide who you will ask to donate diapers. Will it be:
o Staff/co-workers of the business where you work
o Patrons of the business where you work
o Family, friends, neighbors
o People at organizations, special events, etc.

2.Decide if you have a particular theme or goal. Ideas include:
o Focus on collecting a particular number of diapers
Have a competition to see who can collect more
Have your business match the number of diapers collected from patrons
Organize your diaper drive around a certain holiday, birthday, or event

3.Decide on dates and details.
Set your dates (We suggest a 2-4 week collection window.)
Decide where your drop-off point will be
Consider creating an Amazon registry to have diapers sent to your location
Consider suggesting monetary donations using our easy online donation system
($20 donated here buys 100 diapers!)

4.Get the word out!
o Use our editable Diaper Drive Flyer to add your own details and logo
o Create your own flyer, emails and social media posts, and engage community
groups or media. Don’t forget to send reminders!
o Let us know the details of your diaper drive and how we can support your efforts!
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At the conclusion of your Diaper Drive, we ask that you complete a count
of the diapers you collected and record it on our Diaper Drive Summary
Sheet. We will set up a drop-off time where we will help you unload
diapers and if you wish, we can do a photo shoot of all the diapers you
collected! We would love to recognize you with a social media post, and
we will acknowledge your support of our diaper bank in our annual report!
